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Introduction

The Arizona Department of Transportation (ADOT) issued a Notice of Intent (NOI) in May 2025 to which formally 
starts the NEPA process and Tier 2 Environmental Impact Statement (EIS) and Design Concept Report (DCR) for the 
proposed North-South Corridor Segment 1 from US 60 to Arizona Farms Road (State Route 505). Following the release 
of the NOI, a comment period and outreach period was conducted to seek public input on the preliminary range of 
alternative and the project purpose and need. The comment period was open from April 25 through June 10, 2025. 
During this phase of outreach two in-person and one virtual public meeting were held. The study corridor spans 
approximately 20 miles from Apache Junction to Florence. The study will develop a preliminary range of alternatives 
for potential 400-foot-wide freeway alignments within the 1,500-foot Tier 1 study corridor and prepare a final EIS and 
DCR document identifying the Selected Alternative.
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Agency Alternatives Meeting

A participating agency meeting was held on April. 22, 2025, from 2 – 3:30 p.m., to gather input from agencies and 
stakeholders on input on the preliminary range of alternatives, project purpose and need, and interchange locations 
for North-South Segment 1. An agency scoping email was developed and sent to 128 agencies and stakeholders. 
Ten agencies and stakeholders attended the agency meeting. 

Public Review and Comment
Beginning April 25, 2025, the study survey was made available to the public on the study website at www.northsouth-
segment1.com. The public comment period was open from April 25 through June 10, 2025, and comments were 
accepted in the following ways:

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Study Website

In-Person Public Meetings

The first two public meetings were held in-person on May 15 and May 20, 2025. The public meetings’ purpose was to 
provide information on the study, give an overview of the preliminary range of alternatives, project purpose and need, 
and interchange locations and accept public comment. The in-person public meetings were held from 5:30 – 7:30 p.m. 
and followed the format in Table 3.

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MEETING FORMAT
The public meetings were held as an open house in one large room. Attendees were encouraged to view display 
boards and roll plots to learn more about the study. Study team members were available to answer questions one-on-
one. In addition, a comment area was set up with iPads and printed surveys, allowing attendees to submit written or 
online comments. A pre-recorded version of the English presentation was shown, followed by a question and answer 
(Q&A) session with the study team for all participants. 

In addition, a pre-recorded Spanish presentation was available near the comment section with headsets provided for 
any individuals who wished to listen to the same presentation in Spanish. Prior to the presentation, an announcement 
was made in English and Spanish that Spanish translation was available for the Q&A Session and the open house 
portion of the meetings. Spanish translation was not requested during the in-person meetings. 

Virtual Public Meeting

The third public meeting was hosted virtually through Zoom on May 22, 2025, from 6 – 7 p.m. The purpose was to 
provide information on the study, give an overview the preliminary range of alternatives, project purpose and need, 
and interchange locations and accept public comment. 

Attendees joined the virtual public meeting through Zoom on their internet browser, mobile app, computer 
application or by calling into the meeting. Spanish-speaking attendees could also join by calling into the Spanish 
audio line. Each method of joining provided opportunities for the attendees to ask questions and provide public 
comments. The meeting was simultaneously held in both English and Spanish. The English public meeting had 33 
attendees and the Spanish public meeting had zero attendees. The virtual public meeting followed the format in  
Table 4.

Due to the number of questions during the Q&A portion of the meeting, the virtual public meeting was extended an 
extra 15 minutes to accommodate as many questions as possible.

Fact Sheet

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Public Comment Review

All comments received during the comment period were shared with the study team and reviewed for the specific 
issues or recommendations raised by commenters. A total of 350 comments were received by June 10, 2025, the 
last day of the comment period, through the following methods: 

 Forty-nine (47) comments were received through the study email 

 Five (5) comments were submitted through the phone

 Sixty-five (65) comments were submitted through the interactive public comment map on the study website 

 One hundred thirty-three (133) comment forms were submitted through the online comment form.

 One hundred (100) survey responses from online survey. See Survey Results for more details, and Appendix D, 
Survey for a full breakdown of survey questions and results. 

Some of the common themes that were found throughout the comments are listed below:

» Strong Support for SR 505

» Believe this project is long overdue and critical for regional mobility and economic growth

» Frustration with timeline, would like accelerated construction and prioritization of the project

» Some comments to shift alignment west, closer to the CAP canal, to avoid homes and subdivisions

» Concerns about SR 505 going through future and current home developments

» Concerns about wildlife habitat, natural washes and flooding risks

» Objections to farmland loss and habitat destruction

» Requests for sound walls, no street lighting and air quality protections

» Concerns about noise, smog and light pollution near homes and rural properties

» Some concern over increased crime and urbanization from freeway proximity

» Request for SR 505 to be 6-lane freeway with HOV lanes

» Request for wildlife crossings and pedestrian/bike paths

» Requests to widen US 60, SR 79, and SR 24 in parallel with SR 505 development

» Requests for SR 24 connection and renaissance festival access

Survey Results

The survey consisted of 14 questions – 10 questions related to the study and four questions asking for contact 
information. In total, there were 100 responses. Full survey results can be found in Appendix D, Survey.

An overview of the survey results can be found below:

» Strong Support for the Project

• Widespread agreement that the North-South Corridor is urgently needed due to:

	‐ Rapid population growth in Florence, San Tan Valley, Queen Creek, and Gold Canyon

	‐ Severe traffic congestion and safety concerns on Hunt Highway, Ironwood, and US-60

	‐ Lack of north-south connectivity and limited alternative routes

» Many respondents emphasized: “Build it now,” “Long overdue,” and “Get it done ASAP.”

» Some opposition to sprawl and overdevelopment
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» Concerns about water resources and infrastructure readiness

» Preferred Alignments

• From US to Roberts Road the eastern green alignment was preferred

	‐ Aligns with future growth and avoids nearby neighborhoods

» From Roberts Road to Arizona Farms Road the western alignment (Pink) was preferred

	‐ Farthest from residential areas

	‐ Minimizes noise and air pollution for nearby homes

	‐ Avoids key development areas, like the Dobson Farms Tech Campus

» Concerns over community and residential impacts

• Noise, air quality, and light pollution were major concerns, especially near residential areas

• Loss of rural lifestyle and quiet living

• Proximity of the alignments to homes

» Environmental and Wildlife Concerns

• Wildlife and environmental impact were frequently mentioned, including habitat destruction and migration
disruption

• Concerns over affects to historic/cultural properties and socioeconomic impacts

» Traffic Interchange Feedback

• General support for proposed interchanges, especially: SR 24, Arizona Farms Rd, Germann, Ocotillo, Combs/
Riggs, Skyline, Bella Vista, Judd

• Some concern over Skyline Drive being too close to homes

• Requests for access to Renaissance Festival and Magma Rd interchange

Next Steps

Following the completion of this comment period, ADOT will evaluate comments to refine the project purpose and 
need, and the Build Alternatives for evaluation in the EIS process. The Draft EIS will compare the refined range of Build 
Alternatives to the No Build Alternative. The Draft EIS may identify a Preferred Alternative. If ADOT has identified a 
Preferred Alternative during preparation of the Draft EIS, the Draft EIS document will present the agency’s Preferred 
Alternative and provide a clear basis for recommending it among the other options. The Draft EIS and Initial DCR will 
be released for agency, tribal government, and public review and comment, and one or more public hearings will be 
held. 

After the Draft EIS and Initial DCR review period, ADOT will review all comments received and will consider these 
comments in developing a Final EIS and DCR. The Final EIS and DCR will identify a Preferred Alternative – either a build 
or no build alternative. Ultimately, a Record of Decision is prepared at the conclusion of the EIS process which will 
present a Selected Alternative, representing how to move forward with the proposed project. We anticipate the EIS 
and DCR process will take approximately two years to complete.

It’s important to note that at each of these milestones, prior to the release of the final documents, we will have 
opportunities for the public to review and provide input or comments.

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97.  15-May-25 Email I attended your meeting in Apache Junction this evening and found it to be very informative.  In particular, I liked your description of the 
proposed interchange of US60 and AZ505, and would like to offer a suggestion.  The plan to keep US60 and AZ505 as the same road while it 
turns south to the east of Goldfield Road is good.  As a resident of Dolce Vita, there is not enough room to permit the interchange near 
Goldfeld Road to keep the current alignment of US60.  The proposed interchange at Houston Ave should then be a high speed interstate 
merge type of interchange with no stoplights to efficiently move traffic from eastbound 60 / southbound AZ505 to eastbound 60 (and vice 
versa for westbound traffic) to connect with the existing roadway.  There would be no access from westbound 60 in Gold Canyon to 
southbound AZ505 at this interchange.  That connection would need to be at a standard low speed interchange at Elliot or Ray.  There would 
need to be a ramp where this new connection is made to the existing US60 roadway to provide access west to Mountain View Road.   
I also would eliminate the current exit for Old West Highway from US60 rather than convert that into a two-way road.  The connection at Old 
West / Goldfield is in a poor location for sight lines, especially since it is at the start of the turn where Goldfield turns west to become Old 
West.  Old West is also a divided highway so you would place a left turn lane at the end of the eastbound curve with the entrance to the 
subdivision right there on the west side.  This is the recipe for a poor interchange.  Accessing Old West via the Goldfield Road / US60 
interchange would be much better.  Mountain View can be accessed via Broadway or Superstition Blvd to the north off of Goldfield.

Here is a slightly different twist on this.  Turn US60 East to the south after Goldfield then split it with US60 East going east and rejoining the 
existing roadway and AZ505 South heading south.  AZ505 North coming up to US60 would move east and go over the US60 East ramp, then 
join US60 West between Mountain View and Goldfield.  US60 West coming out of Gold Canyon would stay on the existing roadway for access 
to Mountain View and Old West Highway.  This will take up more land to the east of the proposed map than you currently have, but the area 
between the existing US60 and the new AZ505 is minimal at that point and probably not developable.

I am writing on behalf of my client, Fulton Homes Corporation (“Fulton”), to express 
strong support for the inclusion of an interchange at Bella Vista Road in ADOT’s Tier 2 Study for 
Segment 1 of the North-South Corridor, between the US 60 and Arizona Farms Road. Fulton is in 
the process of developing a new residential community in the area (Terra Linda), located 
approximately 1.5 miles west of the North-South Corridor on the south side of Bella Vista Drive. 
San Tan Valley is experiencing rapid growth, and with the recent incorporation of the community, 
this interchange is both practical and essential to support new residential and commercial 
development in the area. With more than 100,000 residents and the increase in housing and 
commercial development, San Tan Valley urgently needs modern transportation infrastructure that 
can accommodate current and future demands.

Questions and Answers 

Project Design 

1. Question: Where will the North-South Corridor (State Route 505) tie into US 60? Will it run into 
Mountain View Road?
Response: The current concept, based on the 2012 US 60 Alignment Study, proposes that US 60 
will curve south and transition into SR 505 past Goldfield Road. No exit would be required. 
Traffic would naturally continue from eastbound US 60 into southbound SR 505. A potential 
interchange near Houston Avenue (the “purple diamond” shown in graphics) would provide 
access between northbound SR 505 and US 60. This is only one preliminary concept, and 
alternative ideas will continue to be evaluated throughout the study period, which ends in two 
years.

2. Question: Why not use the existing interchange or roads instead of impacting Mountain View 
Road?
Response: The concept aims to avoid increased traffic on Mountain View Road. Instead of a new 
connection at Mountain View Road, the plan includes converting a one-way ramp near Goldfield 
Road to a two-way road for improved local access. Mountain View Road would likely remain 
connected as it is today, with minimal changes.

3. Question: Will US 60 be widened to six lanes toward Gold Canyon?
Response: The Maricopa Association of Governments’ Regional Transportation Infrastructure 
Investment Plan (RSTIIP) includes plans to widen US 60 between Ellsworth Road and Meridian 
Drive (up to the Maricopa County line), but not beyond that into Pinal County. The RSTIIP is 
funded through Proposition 479, the extension of the half-cent sales tax in Maricopa County, 
which was approved by voters in the November 2024 election.

4. Question: Will SR 505 connect north to Loop 202 or beyond US 60?
Response: No. This corridor study extends from US 60 to Arizona Farms Road. Connections north 
of US 60 to Loop 202 or other areas are outside the scope of this current study.

5. Question: How will ADOT preserve right-of-way for the corridor amid increasing development in 
the area?
Response: One of the goals of the North-South Corridor Study is to establish a right-of-way 
footprint before development obstructs it. While ADOT cannot currently purchase land due to 
funding constraints, the hope is that coordination with the Arizona State Land Department and 
local agencies would prevent incompatible development until acquisition is possible.



Environmental Concerns and Noise Abatement 

6. Question: Will there be noise abatement walls between Tomahawk and Mountain View roads?
Response: Noise abatement studies are underway as part of the environmental analysis. No 
final decisions have been made yet, but noise impacts and potential mitigation will be evaluated 
during the study process.

7. Question: Will the corridor affect dark sky conditions and wildlife near Mountain View Road and 
Southern Avenue?
Response: ADOT is aware of the community’s concerns about light, noise, and wildlife impacts. 
The current concept shows minimal change near Mountain View Road. Further studies, including 
light and noise impacts, are ongoing.

Bypass and Local Access 

8. Question: Will there be a bypass route to alleviate congestion in Gold Canyon?
Response: While not currently funded, local officials and ADOT are considering long-term bypass
and roadway extension options, including Elliot Road extensions. ADOT is working with Pinal
County and the Town of Apache Junction on potential improvements to help relieve congestion.

9. Question: Are there emergency access or truck bypass plans?
Response: Pinal County and local jurisdictions are actively pursuing emergency access solutions
and potential truck routes. SR 24 extension to US 60 is a key focus to offer alternate traffic
routes and reduce congestion through town centers.

Traffic and Congestion 

10. Question: How will ADOT address congestion at the Mountain View intersection and delays at
Gold Canyon?
Response: A traffic analysis is underway to evaluate both current and future conditions on US
60. Adjustments to traffic signals and intersections, including possible changes to turn lanes and
light timing, will be considered based on the analysis.

11. Question: Has ADOT coordinated with Renaissance Festival traffic control?
Response: ADOT regularly meets with Renaissance Festival organizers to manage traffic control
during events. Efforts have been made to improve traffic flow using temporary cones, lane
configurations, and signal coordination.

Project Timeline 

12. Question: When was this corridor alignment selected?



Response: The Tier 1 Environmental Impact Statement (EIS) established a 1,500-foot-wide 
corridor in 2021, following a study process that began in 2011. The current phase involves 
refining the alignment and interchanges within that corridor based on updated data and public 
feedback.

Questions and Answers 

Road Connections and Local Coordination 

1. Question: What is your plan for working with cities to connect streets like Ocotillo to the North-
South Corridor?
Response: ADOT is working with Pinal County and local jurisdictions to ensure future roadway 
extensions connect to the North-South Corridor. Plans include extending roadways to become 
five-lane arterials with eventual signalized intersections at key interchanges along SR 505.

2. Question: Will east-west roads be extended to connect to SR 505?
Response: Yes. A 2023 presentation showed a map of planned east-west roadway extensions 
from county and city general plans, indicating connections at nearly every interchange along the 
corridor, stretching to US 60.

3. Question: Will the Central Arizona Parkway or SR 24 extension impact SR 505’s funding or need?
Response: The Central Arizona Parkway (CAP) and SR 505 serve different purposes, and the 
North-South Corridor would be perpendicular to CAP. CAP is a proposedfour-lane parkway and 
will primarily serve residents commuting from San Tan Valley, Florence and Coolidge, while SR 
505 is a regional freeway connecting I-10 to US 60. Both are needed due to projected population 
and traffic growth. Funding constraints apply to both projects.

4. Question: How far apart are SR 505 and the Central Arizona Parkway?
Response: They are about four miles apart at their closest point. In the meeting summary, we 
will include a link to Pinal County’s webpage showing a map of the future CAP and SR 24.

5. Question: Who can we contact about funding the Central Arizona Parkway?
Response: Citizens should contact their Pinal County Supervisors and state-level representatives. 
Advocacy is essential for funding priorities and potential ballot initiatives.

Rail, Environmental and Community Impacts 

6. Question: How will the railroad near the project area be impacted?
Response: The SR 505 corridor is planned to pass over the existing railroad (used by Resolution 
Copper near Sonoqui Dike). Coordination with the railroad owner is ongoing, and current plans 
suggest minimal impact.

7. Question: Is there a State Route 404 corridor?



Response: No, there is no SR 404 planned. Numbering of new corridors is handled by an ADOT 
naming committee, but generally, north-south freeways are odd-numbered and east-west 
freeways are even-numbered; SR 505 is the current designation for the North-South Corridor. 

8. Question: Will there be sound walls or noise mitigation near homes (e.g., near Heritage and 
Felix Roads)?
Response: Noise analysis is part of the environmental study. Specialists will assess potential 
impacts using traffic projections and proximity to noise-sensitive receptors. Recommendations 
for noise barriers will be included as the study progresses.

9. Question: What kind of lighting is planned for the freeway? Does ADOT conduct lighting studies?
Response: Lighting decisions will be made during the later design phases. ADOT will conduct a 
lighting study as part of the final design. Wildlife crossing data from Arizona Game and Fish will 
also inform lighting needs.

10. Question: Is EPCOR involved in environmental planning? Will water infrastructure be impacted?
Response: Yes, ADOT has met with EPCOR to discuss existing facilities, including a sewer lift 
station near Judd Road. Coordination with utilities such as EPCOR is ongoing to avoid major 
impacts.

11. Question: Are impact studies considering pre-approved communities or only existing 
developments?
Response: ADOT is coordinating with Pinal County, Florence and Apache Junction to include both 
existing housing and planned developments in their growth models.

Phasing, Roadway Capacity and Design Year 

12. Question: Can the southern portion of SR 505 from I-10 to Hunt Highway be built first?
Response: Public comments advocating for building the southern segment first have been 
noted. There are currently two ongoing studies (for segments 1 and 2). Phasing decisions will 
depend on funding availability, project utility, and ADOT leadership prioritization.

13. Question: Will the freeway be built with more than two lanes, or will it be underbuilt initially 
like past projects?
Response: Final lane numbers have not been determined. ADOT uses 2050 as the design year 
for forecasting population, housing, and traffic needs. The goal is to design for 25 years of use, 
future widening may still be necessary based on funding and traffic growth.

14. Question: Does 2050 mean the freeway won’t be built until then?
Response: No. 2050 is the design “horizon year,” not the construction timeline. It reflects the 
year used for traffic modeling. Construction could occur earlier if funding is secured.



15. Question: Why does construction always seem to lag behind population and traffic growth?
Response: ADOT acknowledges the challenge of securing enough funding to build full-capacity
roads from the start. Trade-offs must be made based on current funding levels and competing
infrastructure needs.
